SECOND PUBLIC WORKSHOP AND SCOPING MEETING SET FOR

PARKWAY BOULEVARD RAILROAD GRADE SEPARATION 


(Dixon, CA)—On Wednesday, March 2, 2005, at 6:45 p.m., the City of Dixon will hold a second public workshop and a scoping meeting on the Parkway Boulevard Railroad Grade Separation Project. The workshop will be held in the City of Dixon Council Chambers at 600 East A Street, Dixon. Members of the public are invited.


From 6:45 p.m. to 7:00 p.m., maps, aerial photographs, and other displays of the project site will be available to view. At 7:00 p.m., City staff members and the design consultants, T.Y. Lin International, will make a brief presentation to report on the project progress, the environmental review, and alternative alignments. Afterward, members of the public will have an opportunity to comment on the information presented. Representatives of the City, Solano County, and the project consultant team will also be available for consultation.


The City of Dixon has hired T. Y. Lin International to provide environmental, preliminary engineering design, and final design services for a grade separation (overcrossing or undercrossing) of Parkway Boulevard at the existing Union Pacific Railroad tracks and Porter Road between Pitt School Road and South Lincoln Street. The grade separation is needed to accommodate increased vehicular and pedestrian traffic because of planned growth in the area on both sides of the railroad tracks.


The City, in cooperation with Solano County, plans to construct Parkway Boulevard as an eighty-foot- (pavement width from face of curb to face of curb) wide minor arterial, striped for two travel lanes (one lane in either direction) with a raised median, Class II on-street bicycle lanes, sidewalks, and a design speed of 45 miles per hour. Parkway Boulevard and the over-crossing structure would be constructed to be wide enough for an ultimate four-lane facility.


The project will be partially funded by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA). The remainder of the funding will come from City of Dixon Traffic Impact Fees.
